CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. The State Breed Exhibition is for members of the GSDA of WA (Inc) and members of the German
Shepherd Dog Clubs affiliated with The German Shepherd Dog Council of Australia

2. Aseparate form is required for each class entered, i.e. if a dog is entered in both obedience and show, a
separate entry form is required for each Class.

3.  Exhibitors are requested to show their dog’s titles, Breed Survey classification, HD and Elbow
classification and H-neg where applicable for males, on the entry form so that they can be included in
the catalogue.
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All Animals will automatically be catalogued in the Sires’ and Dams’ Progeny Parade Classes and are
expected to attend (refer to the catalogue).

The Ring Steward shall mark absent any exhibit, which is not present when the class enters the ring. As
per CAWA regulation B23.3.5.

Bitches in oestrum (season) may be shown in their Conformation Class(es), but may not participate in
Obedience Classes or Rally classes and may not be in the precincts of these rings.

Withers (shoulder) height must be given on entry form for Open and Utility Obedience exhibits.
